· Customers complained about the fish not being thoroughly cooked and was half frozen. These customers were reimbursed for their uncooked meal. Chief Brown states that we need to keep a tally for the returned meals. Jimmy explained that the fish is already frozen and needs to be thawed in water before being cooked and the fish was being cut and should not have been cut. We need to cook the fish in peanut oil. 

· Chief Brown states that all purchases that Jimmy makes will be reimbursed. 

· There were 25 boxes of fish bought (17 boxes left)  – 8 bags of batter (2 left over) 

· Chief Brown states that all of the kitchen equipment for the powwow will be in his storage unit so it will be easily accessible.

·  Lovie Roscoe states we need to get more people involved in the kitchen because the older people can’t tolerate the heat easily as younger people. Chief Brown stated that this happens every year and this is the reason he is putting the letter out. 

· Chief needs Quinn’s full name so he can print out a Certificate of Appreciation.
