APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
· Corrections were noted and minutes approved. The Call Meeting on June 11th 2009 needs to have noted in the minutes the amounts turned into the Tribal Acct. ($990) and Heritage Found. Acct. ($1000). 
· Helen Whitaker’s check for $110 was not in Mona’s records and needs to be corrected. This will be a part of the Minutes for today’s call meeting. Her money was not  included for year of 2008 records.  
· All Minutes need to be dated when drafted.  Chief state’s that Minutes need to be read by the Council members and comments about corrections are needed when they read them. Lovie Knight needs to be added to the list when Minutes are sent out. Beverly El stated that her e-mail is changing.  A motion was moved by Teresa Preston and 2nd by Ethel Johnson for the approval of the Minutes for June 11th 2009 which was a combined Council and Board meeting at Teressa Baxters home.  Also Teressa Baxter needs to send her notes to the Secretary. 
· We need to note the location of all meetings on the notes as well. 
· The Minutes for May 16th were accepted and a motion was moved by Vashti Clarke and 2nd by Ethel Johnson.  
· At the May 16th 2009 meeting 2 council members were not present and we could not approve votes that were needed that day. We will hold these Minutes for the next meeting. They are to be read with corrections by Council and Board members. They need to send their comments for corrections by June 17th 2009.
OLD BUSINESS:  
· TRIBAL :  
· The Tribal checking account at Southside VA Bank is being transferred to BB&T under our EIN. A check is needed today from this Tribal checking account in the amount of $500 to open the new account for the Tribe. 
· The check was given to Chief Brown today to open this account.  The SunTrust account balance is unknown. There was an error of $8700 which included money from Vice-Chief Ellis’s church. The balance should be about $700. 
· The remaining balance from SunTrust will be transferred when we receive the checks and deposit slips from BB&T. 
· Tribal member Tanterrian Taylor is mentioned in regards to her derogatory letter she presented to Council member William Lamb Howell about the issues she had with the procedures of the Powwow in Blackstone, Nottoway County, October  2008. A letter is to be sent to her requesting her presence before the Council for discussion on her actions that wasn’t addressed to the Council. Cynthia is responsible for taking care of this immediately.           PG. 1
· Discussion referencing Rickie Boone’s excessive absences was brought to the attention of the Council and Tribal members present. He has missed 13 meetings. The By-Laws state that if you miss 4 consecutive meetings in a row that you must be relieved of your duties as Council Member and replaced with a new Council Member. Chief Brown has asked the Council to vote on his formal removal. At our July meeting 2 new Council Members will be voted on.  
· RESERVATION LAND: 
· Chief Brown referenced Jay Randolph of Southampton Co. in regards to the ponds that are going to be made. He informs the Tribe that a Condition to Use Permit is needed before we can achieve this.
· Discussion about mining was brought to our attention again as well. Paul Saunders, Mine Inspector Division of Mineral Mining for State of Virginia is the contact for  Mineral Rights. Chief Brown states that timber has to be removed before we can begin this project.  We have to contact a Contractor  and get approval from The Southampton Co. Board of Supervisors. · We need to get permission for adjoining owners across the street from the land. Chief Brown needs blue print of the building across the street from the Tribal land. This building is a Green Project. He met with Collette Ameechie and she states we must have Green Projects on our Tribal Land. 
· The Green Movement was discussed again and the list of corporation’s have not been received from Waleisha Hunt. 
· The subject referencing the Long Leaf Pines was discussed again and Chief Brown spoke with Kea Turner about the Nature Conservancy donating the seedlings for our land and monitoring the growth. 

· The note for the Tribal Land was addressed again. We need to pay $3375 in August of 2009 and in February 2010.  Chief Brown spoke with Laura Harper in concerning the Timber Market. Chief Brown explained to her that we would be hard pressed to pay the amount we are obligated to at this date since the Timber value has decreased. She has asked that we get a letter from Kea Turner stating this drop in value so that we can get the pay down at $3000 or less.

· NEW BUSINESS:  
· Fredrick “Moon Walker” Langston, (Lovie Knight’s) cousin is present today and introduces himself to members present today. He is still at the current address in Raleigh. His profession is Web Developer. The password is given to him today for  our Web Site. Chief Brown has asked the he and Deborah Motahari exchange phone numbers and e-mail address. 

· FUTURE MEETING DATES: We need to have 2 meetings in July. The dates are July 11th & 18th at Ruth B. Campbell Library from 11:30-5:30. We are also scheduled for August 8th and September 12th. We need to call the Library 2 days in advance to make sure that we have the room available.  The schedule sheet is given to Teresa Preston (At Large Board Member). She has volunteered to help with the schedule accommodations. 
· New policy regarding Tribal enrollment is discussed. As of today the policy is: New Tribal Members joining the Tribe will have to pay upfront $250 if they have a family member already in the Tribe. If they don’t have a family member it will cost $500 and will have to prove their genealogy before being accepted formerly into the tribe. This new policy proposed by Chief Brown is due to the fact that there are Tribal members that have not paid there administrative dues since they have joined the Tribe and the fact that we have to pay the note off at BB&T. Chief Brown has asked if there was an issue with this new policy and he needs vote on this today.  No issue’s were addressed. The motion was moved by Vashti Clarke and 2nd by Ethel Johnson that new Tribal enrollment policy take effect today.  These new applicants will have to pay $250 if they have a member and $500 if they don’t have proven genealogy.   Pg.2
· Discussion about our oldest Tribal member Edna Butler was addressed. She will have a birthday August 8th.  She has made the recommendation to Chief Brown about members over 80 years pay administrative fee. He needs to do a Tribal Card for her. Chief Brown has asked members if they have any ideas as to what we should do for her birthday. He suggested that we give her a card signed by each Tribal member. 

· POWWOW:    We need to do a call meeting to establish Committees: Food Vendors, Cookers (we don’t have a cook), Gate Committee.  There is a new regulation on preparing food now. The food must be prepared on site now and purchased from an approved source. 
· Spread sheet is needed for last year’s Powwow. We need the amount of money spent for food so we can determine how much we need to cut back for this year’s Powwow.

He states he can’t do this alone and he needs assistance with this. He has informed the Tribe that there is an issue with the donation received from the Southampton County Board of Supervisors.
