OPEN MEETING: Iroquois Prayer spoken by Chief Walt “ Red Hawk” Brown .( A moment of silence for the passing of Archeaologist of Virginia  Russell Darden). Russell Darden passed away the first week of May 2009 . He was an honorary member of our Tribe  and supported us greatly. The newspaper Obituary states that Donations can be made in Honor of his Memorial. Chief Brown donated $75 and needs to be reimbursed for this. A letter was written to his wife and family on our Tribal letter head and was read by Mona Cunnikin. Deborah Motahari is given this copy to keep on file.

OLD BUSINESS:












· Chief Brown stated that we are behind on the reading of the Tribal Minutes. Minutes have not been posted to the Web Site since September 2008. Also all Council members are to read these Minutes and note corrections to be sent to Deborah “Tiger Lily” Motahari . New names need to be added to the e-mail list for Minutes to be read: Mona “Queit Storm” Cunnikin, At Large Member H.F. Teresa Preston, and Beverly “Barefoot” El.
· Minutes from last meeting are not present today in Hard copy form. Chief Brown states we must have a hard copy on file. He also brings attention to the presence of Tribal members that don’t show up at this time of the year. His comment is to remind all members that they are to be involved in the Powwow activity as a Tribal Member and that this is part of the responsibility of being a Tribal member in supporting this Tribe.  
· Chief Brown has asked Tiger Lily to post the Minutes from October 2008 to April 2009.

-Chief Brown has an Invoice from Indian Country Today and states he has been paying for this since 2002. He needs to be reimbursed for these payments. He mentions that we have been in the News Letter 2 times , the presentation at Ft. Eustis that donated $2000 , and at Capron Cub Scouts presentation with him, Vice-Chief , and David Brown. He is informing the Tribe that he has made many presentations with money that has come from him personally and that he is going to ask the Board to vote on a reimbursement. He wants us to have this knowledge so we will be prepared to respond to his request. This request has been brought to the Board’s attention many times and there has yet been a response.

-October 9thth  and 10th Powwow Flyer for Blackstone Powwow will be done by Chief Brown. 
                                  
-Report for October 17th and 18th 2008 needs to be sent to Ronnie Rourk so that he can budget the Powwow this year and to confirm that we had a loss in last years Powwow of approximately $400. Chief Brown has asked Cynthia Brown for this and she can’t find the spread sheet for this Powwow. 




-We are changing our October Powwow to the 2nd weekend now because The Accohanock Rudy Hall’s Powwow is the 3rd weekend in October of every year and we need to attend his which is October 17th and 18th 2009. Chief Brown has informed the Tribal members present that he has a Seafood Powwow.

· WASKEHEE: We need status of  Issue V Copyright . Chief Brown has the list for Waskehee Ad request. He has stated that there has been no response from family members about Ads. 

                    Chief Brown has given Vashti Clarke the list of peoples names to go through and check the ones that have not sent money and put a line through the ones that have not . Cynthia Brown will be given cards for Business’s to be sent out for Ad’s in the Waskehee. 







-Chief Brown has stated again that we need a list of coorperations to send correspondances for donations.We need a total of 100 in a 50 mile radius up to Fredricksburg Va. Waleisha will go online to find out how much these cooperations have given away. Cynthia will be doing the cooperate letter.. 
· INVOICE MONEY FOR TRIBAL MEMBERS: 






-JAY BROWN AND FAMILY : is incorrect and came back Jay Brown is a child . The letter is to be re-addressed to Jason Brown and Mona Cunnikin needs to update her information.                       
-Madeline Carey Massey letter came back and we don’t have an update for her. 

-Samantha Bailey letter came back Apt.# 304 needs to be added to letter and updated on Roster. 

            -Kevin Watts address needs to be changed.

-Cards will be finished and letters sent out about the Land Tax Assesment for each Tribal member .He has emphasized how important Donations are needed to pay this land off. A total of 15 cards have been done and we have 20 left. 
· WEBSITE STATUS: Chief Brown has asked those present today if they have the password for the member page. He has also stated that we can not give pass word to non Tribal Members. The VCI was discussed and Chief Brown stated that we must keep posted on the meetings of the VCI and the Minutes that are posted. Our Tribal name was posted incorrectly on the VCI Website. He also tells Tribal members they must follow up when this happens by way of e-mail to the VCI. 
· TRIBAL NEWSLETTER: This was brought to the attention of the Tribe again. It has not come to fruition yet. Vashti has sent Chief Brown a copy and he is unable to open it. 

· FUND RAISERS:  Chief Brown has brought to the Tribes attention that Tribal member T.J. Hewett did a booth at Wal-Mart in Florida for our Tribal Land. He explains that we can go online with the Wal-Mart in our local and register to set up a booth for this. There are 2 people needed to do this and we can do this here in Franklin VA. We will check with the Franklin Wal-Mart about this. Grant Writers are needed as well. 
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NEW BUSINESS: 
TRIBAL ISSUES:
· Chief Brown has asked Deborah Motahari if she needs to stress her concerns to the Tribal Council. This is in reference to the e-mail she sent out to Tribal members that should have been directed at the Council. 
· She explains to the Council members present the reason for the e-mail which entails the seriousness of the Land Acquisition. Out of concern for the security of the Tribe she states that she no longer wanted to be a part of the Governing Body or as a Tribal member because there are those that want to join for the benefits that the Tribe would acquire in the future. In her e-mail she has requested that herself and her daughter be removed from the Tribal roles. 
· She has retracted her statement and emphasis’s that she will not let those that are not  true to the meaning of being Native American deter her from her duties as a member and her accomplishment to let those that   have violated our ancestors know who we are and where we came from . 


       

· Chief Brown explains that this comment has come to light and he was concerned about  the last paragraph of the e-mail. His quest is to have new members to pay $500 up front and those that already have members in the tribe to pay $250 instead of $25. He has asked that we think about this and make a decision at the next meeting. He is thinking about closing the roles.
· Chief Brown has received a letter from Tribal member Helen Whitaker. She has given Chief her geneaology on the Lassiter side of her family. She is Deborah Motahari’s  cousin. 

· Honorary Tribal member cards will be done for Teresa Preston & Annetta Moore. 


TRIBAL LAND UPDATE: 

· June 13 2005 Heritage Foundation is Founded. 

· The land note’s  first payment is Aug. 15th 2009. We need $92,000 to pay note off. As of now we will pay $3375 twice a year. We need a conditional letter written to extend contract with signatures from Chief, Vice-Chief, and possibly Board of Directors as a result of Timber market until this goes up.
· Chief Brown met with Jay Randolph and Paul Saunders in Richmond about the permit for mining the sand on 3 acres. This area needs to be cleared.  One acre is already open and is recommended for use. The permit fee is $1000 for 1 acre and includes anything that is not disturbed. We have to contact adjacent land owners and have them sign a document for across the street and next to us. 

· To do a regular pond Jay Randolph states that you have to have a condition to use permit and also to do the mining. The timber has to be removed. Vice-Chief has to sign this permit because Chief Brown  is on the Board of Supervisors in Southampton co. He has two sample packets from 2 individuals in the area. 
· Hollis D. Ellis (relative of Lavonne “Smiling Fawn” Ellis) a private contractor  for mining sand discusses the processes of how mining is done. He is a Civil Eng. He informs the Tribe that it cost around $4000-$6000.
· Cornelia Christian (Conservation Partners LLC, Lynchburg VA.) is part of the commission on this project. Chief has not gotten a response back on the conservation easement part of this contract. It would be $100 an acre but would like to get it for less. John Goode sent a e-mail list of conservationist that do this work. 
· Long leaf paper work needs to be filled out between Chief Brown and Vice-Chief. Chief has met with VA. Forestry and Wildlife. This will be free for us to reseed the timber. Teresa Preston has suggested marketing the trees as Memorials for Green Corporations. 
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· Vashti will look up Nature Conservancy’s to market this project. We need someone to access the states of SC,NC,VA and MD for Green Corporations.Waleisha will weed through these corporations that are involved in the Green Movement. We are looking at 100 acres to be involved in this Nature Conservancy. 

· Vashti and Teresa Preston will work on this. Chief Brown will draft a paper in reference to this and send it to each of them and if needed to be tweaked they can do  so. We will use the term “Environment Save the Forest on The Cheroenhaka(Nottoway) Indian Land @ a 501 (3) c Donation.

· Teresa Preston discusses the figures of donations for the trees. The figures are:



-200 trees @ $25 x 70 ac. = $250,000







-1 acre of trees @ $5000








-2 acre of trees @ $7500








*These are the amounts we could receive for the trees
· Timber Market is not good at this time. 80 acres is going for $80,000 instead of $105,000 that Kea Turner appraised. Chief states this info is not to leave this meeting. We have received a letter from IP stating that they will not buy the trees in bulk in their agreement. They declined to buy the trees. 
· Chief states we need insurance on the land. 

· Teressa Baxter was called today so she could come and retrieve the money for The Heritage Foundation Account. 

· Monday May 18th 2009 Chief meeting Randy Amechie First Landing @ 10:30am to discuss presentations every Friday after May 21st 2009 until September.  Also discuss a November Powwow.
· Meeting closed with Iroquoian prayer.
