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 Cheroenhaka (Nottoway) Indian Tribal Council Meeting
November 1, 2008

Rawls Library, Courtland Virginia

Members Present:  Chief Walt “Red Hawk” Brown, Vice Chief, Ellis “Soaring Eagle” Wright, Secretary, Cynthia “Water Lily” Brown, Vashti “Sparrow Hawk” Clarke, Teresa “Chenoabuck” Baxter, Beverly “Barefoot” El, Lila “Spirit Heart” Hedgepeth, Mona “Quiet Storm” Cunnikin, Jade  Hughes.

The Council met informally following a public presentation for Library patrons.  
Recording Secretary Deborah “Tiger Lily” Motahari has forwarded minutes for July 19, August 16, September 9 and October 4 to Council members.  Council members are asked to review these so they can be posted to the website.  Members were reminded to please read the minutes before the meetings so they can be corrected and approved at the meeting.   Any corrections needed should be forwarded to the chief and cc’d to the Secretary.
The Tribal checking account balance was reported as $4570 by the tribal treasurer.  A check for $1067.59 was given to the Foundation treasurer to reimburse the Foundation treasurer for T-shirts.

The chief asked again that a tribal membership spreadsheet be updated and brought to meetings so we can determine what members have paid their administrative fees and who has not.

The November calendar was reviewed.

The Foundation treasurer, Teresa Baxter was given the following funds:

$500 check from International Paper for Waskehee ad

$350 check from Angus Hines ( $85 for Waskehee’s and $45 donation)

$$120 contribution from Lila Hedgepeth (Nottoway PW)
$50 from Teresa Baxter for payment on Waskehee ad

$125 check from Chief Brown for Waskehee ad

$100 donation from Rawls Library for today’s presentation

$30 from Waskehee sales today

A total of $1375 was turned over to the Foundation Treasurer, Teresa Baxter for deposit.

The Foundation balance (not including check card reconciliation) is $3549.23.  With today’s receipts the balance is $4924.23

The Secretary turned in a receipt for $120 for the use of the Foundation check card for rooms at the Wedgewood Inn (Nottoway Powwow).

A potential land purchase was discussed.  We will submit a bid for 100 acres with road front (part of the IP tract) in Courtland.  Sale of trees and sand will be used to pay for the land.
The tribal checking account balance is $2422.21.

Today’s receipts are:

$25 administrative dues from Lavonne Parker Ellis

A total of $136 was turned in to the Tribal treasury

William Lamb Howell presented a 6 page letter containing derogatory statements about tribal members he received from Tanterrian Taylor.  Copies of the letter were given to council members.   It was agreed that she be asked to appear before the Council to present her issues/conerns in person.  The Secretary will send her an invitation to Tanterrian.  Following her audience before the council, the Chief will respond on behalf of the council.

An application for membership was submitted by Henry Lee Taylor, brother of Tanterrian Taylor.  Consideration of this application will be postponed until the issue with Tanterrian’s statements is resolved.  This was approved on a motion from William Howell and second from Teresa Baxter.

A bill for $59.95 was presented for having the tribal van’s problem diagnosed.
Vashti Clarke moved and Cynthia Brown seconded a motion to have William Howell purchase and install spark plugs, wires, distributor cap to repair the van.

William Howell moved and Teresa seconded a motion to reimburse Chief Brown for other van repairs in the amount of $215.68

Secretary, Cynthia Brown submitted bills totaling $26.94 for items purchased for the Nottoway Powwow.  Teresa Baxter moved and William Lamb that she be reimbursed from the Foundation account.  The motion passed.

William Howell moved that the following stipends be paid from the Foundation account for travel and work at the Nottoway Powwow:

$50 to Cynthia Brown

$50 to Teresa Baxter

$50 to Ellis Wright

$50 to Deborah Motahari

Vashti Clarke seconded.   After some discussion William amended his motion to increase the amount for the stipend to Deborah Motahari to $150 due to the distance she travels to attend tribal functions and the amount of work she does for the tribe on the website and on the genelogy trees.  The motion passed.
