LAND ACQUISITION: Chief Brown discusses that he is putting a bid in for the land we are trying to acquire for our Tribal Center ,Cultural Museum and Interactive Living Native American Palisade Village. He states that a bid does not constitute a commitment for the land. John Goode has sent us an appraisal of the land @ $775,000.00  and wants for building of approvement.  The 2 bldgs. And 4.5 acres appraised at $61,000. The land asking price was $790,000.00 but came down to $729,000.00 The Southampton Co. Board of Supervisors voted to make an offer of $675,000.00 and we would bid at $676,000.00
     Chief Brown also states he has overnighted a package to Stanley Hocum asking for a donation to purchase the land or find someone to donate the land to us. The expense for this is $16.00 which needs to be reimbursed to him .

· Letter from John Goode referencing the asking priceof land and bldg. we are trying to acquire and another 100 acres of land and timber. 
The letter is sent to Mr. Stanley Hocum ‘s address in Florida. He has explained to Mr. Hocum  the setup and the use of the land . He also explained in the letter the timber sales along with the sand on the land that we could profit from . Chief informs tribal council members and tribal members that he has the letter from IP.  

· He asks members if they have any questions or concerns.
