OLD BUSINESS:  
· Powwow status after action report could not be done today. Cynthia Brown is responsible for compiling data for stratification and she was not present today to provide this feedback. 
· We haven’t done a Fundraiser since Deborah Vincent came on board and organized the Applebee’s Pancake Breakfast. We need to do more. Beverly El brought to the floor ideas for us to make money. We can paint feathers with art work and do paper artwork to sell at our Powwows. These ideas were discussed at the women’s group meeting. The minutes from this session needs to be put on the web. Chief Brown states that the minutes for this session are incomplete. Needs to be forwarded to Deborah Motahari to post on the Web. Deborah is to send this info to all tribal members so that they can learn the language. But we need an individual that can do these things. Chief Brown stated that we have not been supportive enough since we received State Tribal Recognition. 
· We need supporters so we can help with the land payment and our Powwow funding. Chief Brown gave War Chief William Lamb Howell copies of the Powwow flyer to send to Vendors. War Chief will mail this along with the Powwow Vendor Contract for our upcoming powwow in October. We have two vendors: Donnie Freeman (tribal member) and Gene Hall for our October Powwow. 
· Presentations completed: First Landing Foundation brought in $2625. We completed a presentation at Falls Church Virginia with the help of the ASV-Northern Virginia Chapter. Chief Brown expressed his gratitude for their help. 

· The display for our Tribal Recognition at the Clerk of Court’s office was taken down. It was up for two months. Chief Brown said this was good visibility for us. 
· Issued ensued regarding the tribal checking account being out of balance. All minutes taken from January thru August need to be reevaluated to audit the checking account for missing deposits. A total of $5420.00 has been accounted for so far for months of January – August. We need a complete total now and another audit done at a later date. An amount for the February 11th 2010 minutes recorded was $490. Grant meeting minutes are missing and are needed. Cynthia, Deborah, and Teressa Baxter, as well as Teresa Preston all need to do a follow up on their notes and send them to Deborah so this can be rectified.  In today’s meeting the minutes were not present so Chief Brown wants all Board and Council members to make copies and put them in a note book to bring to each meeting along with the calendars. Chief Brown stratified that all tribal members are required to visit the website and read the minutes so they will know what is going on in the tribe. The password is given out today to those that don’t have it. 

· Chief Brown also states that we have two secretaries and all minutes taken should be reverted to them and to the Board and Council members. 
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NEW BUSINESS: 

· Tribal member Sonya Howell Taylor is present today for her first tribal meeting. She is War Chief                   William Lamb Howell’s daughter. She needs her tribal card done. Also needed is her info to do the card. She will email the info to Chief Brown. Her daughter Jameshia Howell needs her card as well. Her tribal Roll # is – S92-2133. Their emails are: Jameshia Howell: howelljm@vcu.edu and sontay3507@yahoo.com. 
· Beverly El read the criteria for Scholarship Book Awards. The website needs to be checked for the status on the criteria for Students entering college. 
· Students that are receiving the Scholarships are: 







1.Jameshia Howell- a motion was made by Vice-Chief Wright and 2nd by Deborah Motahari to receive a scholarship book award as a tribal member who is attending VCU this fall. We need her letter from school indicating she is accepted as student. She also needs to be added to the tribal rolls.












2. Alison Wright- a motion was made by Beverly El and 2nd by William Lamb Howell to receive scholarship book award for attending Clafton University. Letter from school is needed. 
3. Carlus Brown- a motion was made by Vice-Chief Wright and 2nd by War Chief William Lamb Howell that he receives a scholarship book award. Letter from school needed as well. 
Note:  All students must be in good standing with the tribe. Chief Brown also states that it is $30 a year for college students to be a tribal member.  We need letters so we can mail the checks to these students. A date is needed so we can have a photo for visibility for our tribe. 

WASKEHEE:  Issue 7 is still pending and waiting on Cynthia Brown for her updates. We need ads ASAP. It is due to printer this month for a fee of $6.15 per copy.
· We have planned a Mini Fall Festival and Forum with Old Dominion University for November 1st, 2010. Need dancers in Regalia and support staff for this event. We will receive $5000 in grant money. 

· Grant Packet came back. Language and SEDS mailed to Rondell Clay, ANA Reston, VA. Rondell is working with us on this so we can receive the grant dollars for our tribal village and museum and culture center. Lovie Roscoe and Laura Ray need to communicate with him on this. Department of Humanities has grant dollars that can help us with our tribal land. 
· Tribal water will be sold at powwows for $1.50 a bottle. The case will be sold to tribal members for $25 a case. Our tribal flag will be posted on the website if we don’t get enough members to purchase. All members need to purchase a flag ASAP to get them for $40 apiece. A total of 100 needed to get the flag at this price otherwise it will be $119 to purchase. A Tribal Ceremony Flag depicting Clans and Shield are in the works and upon completion will need to be approved by the Council.
· We are working with Brunswick County Tourism and SVCC to sponsor a Spring Powwow late April 2011. It’s possible to receive a grant for $10000-$20000. We will select a date to meet for discussion on this event possibly September 20-23 2010. 
· Lawrenceville area sent letter to the tribe in reference to doing a powwow at the Community College in Lawrenceville,VA. 
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COMMENTS AND CONCERNS: Chief Brown asked members if there were any comments or concerns.

· Chief Brown stated that he will need to send out another email to tribal members in reference to their support of the tribe. 

· Sonya Taylor had concern about the way the meeting was handled so it would go smoothly and in a shorter length of time. She questioned about the minutes to be provided to everyone.  Chief Brown explains only Council Members and Board members have access to the drafts but she can go online when the minutes are approved and make copies for her father to have on hand. She can also contribute by being at the tribal meetings and take notes to be given to the Tribal Secretary or Heritage Foundation Secretary.

· Chief Brown asked Deborah Motahari if she had a time sheet. She turned in her time for work done for tribe. Total hours are 22.10 @ $4.00 an hour for $88. 40. A motion was made by William Lamb Howell and 2nd by Beverly El that Deborah Motahari be paid from the Heritage Foundation Account for $88.10 for Tribal Website and tribal duties. 

· Chief Brown commented on the support for the First Landing Foundation Presentations. He thanks all that were in attendance: William Lamb Howell, Bernard and Lila Hedgepeth,Beverly and Gloria El, Vashti and Quinn Clarke, Jade Hughes and Tanterrian Taylor. Teresa Preston with the ASV Nanesemond Chapter  along with Bert Wendell were present as well.
· William Lamb Howell commented on Chief Browns frustrations regarding tribal members not doing their part by going on line and viewing the updates. He stated that he is guilty only because he is all thumbs and apologizes for not being more productive in this part. 

· Chief Brown reiterates that we still are in need of a Tribal Newsletter and no one has taken on the task yet.
