*NOTE: This amount was given by phone conversation between Deborah “Tiger Lily” Motahari and Vice-Chief Ellis “Soaring Eagle” Wright. These numbers are not accurate due to Vice-Chief’s absence today.  At the meeting on August 15th 2009 the BSV checking account was inaccurate. Vice-Chief needs to be called to rectify this.  We had a check from Fredrick Langston returned due to NSF in the amount of $60. Deborah Motahari has advised that the check can be re-deposited two times. The check can be verified first before being re-deposited into the account. If it is drawn off of BB&T the funds can be Tran held before the deposit then we will have our money. If the check returns from a Bank other than BB&T for the 2nd time the check can be presented to the other bank for guaranteed funds availability. Fredrick Langston needs to be called to get this cleared up. 
· Also of note by Chief Brown there are bills that need to be paid and our Vice-Chief has the Tribal check book. Chief Brown stated that he needs to know a week in advance of the Treasures attendance at in meeting so he can plan accordingly by having blank checks to pay bills. He also needs to know what checks are outstanding and what checks have cleared the account and the balance on hand from the last meeting. 
1. The Chief has a format that he has devised called a “TRIBAL & TREASURE’S RECEIPT RECORD” for individuals that are responsible for money after a meeting or an event to sign stating they are liable for the currency or monetary instrument that they have on their person.  Chief Brown sign also when they are given funds for deposit. This will enable the deposits to be verified. This item is passed around for viewing.
2. The Chief asked for all council and board members to respond “yes or no” to the meeting emails so he can know how many can attend. If there won’t be a quorum, he can cancel/reschedule the meeting. Vashti suggested that the email be sent with voting buttons to make answering easier. Today we have a quorum for The Heritage Foundation. 
3. Chief Brown has stated that mail is to be picked up by him only so that it will be available at the next meeting. 

4. Chief Brown has Lindbergh Boone’s check and he is not present. Deborah Motahari called and asked him if he was coming to the meeting today. He stated he was working and had a function to attend. After the phone conversation he is present for the meeting but has to leave early to attend a wedding. He is given his check for the Powwow expenses.

· 4 stones needed to represent the 4 corners (red, blue, white tan) 

· 2 blue and 1 white blankets. The blue blankets represent the individual life. The white blanket signifies “as one” in married life. 

· Paco will present Stephanie with an arrow showing that he will protect their family 

· Stephanie will present Paco with a native basket holding bread representing her nurturing their family
